The pro draws the name of an amateur at weigh in. 

 
PRIZES:  The prize pot will include $200 from the Midwest Diving Council plus all entry fees.  The pot will be 

paid to the amateur member of the top three teams in the following allocation: 

 1st Place  ð 50% 

 2nd Place ð 30% 

 3rd  Place ð 20%
